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Lakhisarai Police Station Case No. 522/11, dated 08.12.11, Sections 302/34/IPC/ and Sec. 27 Arms Act

The attached progress report of the investigation (submitted by the) Sub-Divisional Police Officer (SDPO) may be treated as the basis for Report 5.
Pursuant to the memorandum No. 1422/C.R, dated 17.8.12 from the Inspector General of Police, Bhagalpur Range and Memorandum No. 2510/C.R. dated 28.8.12 issued from this office, and the Communication No. 312/ja.shi.ko dated 30.8.12 from the Office of the Director General of Police following which Memorandum No. 571/ja.shi.ko dated 6.10.12 of this office, and Communication No. 477/ja.shi.ko, dated 27.11.12 from the Office of the Deputy Inspector General of Police and pursuant to Memorandum No. 847/ja.shi.ko dated 10.12.12 of this office, this progress report is being submitted vide Memorandum No. 486/11, dated 4.1.13 pursuant to the investigation conducted by the Sub-Divisional Police Officer as per directions.

This case has been registered on the basis of the statement (fardbayan) of plaintiff Abhishek Kumar alias Sonu s/o the Late RamBilas Singh r/o Bamangavan, Police Station and District Lakhisarai against the accused named as: 1) Sanjeev Pandey, 2) Rakesh Singh alias Bambam Singh, 3) Dilkhush Singh and two unknown persons who are alleged to have murdered the plaintiff’s father, the Late Shri Ram Bilas Singh, by shooting him down.
Progress reports 2, 3 and 4 are already submitted according to which the involvement of three of the named accused – 1) Sanjeev Pandey, 2) Rakesh Singh alias Bambam Singh, 3) Dilkhush Singh and also other accused, namely, 4) Roshan Singh (Bambam Singh’s brother), 5) Roshan Singh (brother of Bambam Singh’s brother-in-law) in the case (involving offences under) Section 302/120B/34/IPC and Section 27 Arms Act is found to be true. And as the involvement of other affected persons in the conspiracy (to commit murder) is strongly suspected, orders have been given for investigating the role of other unknown persons. 
In the course of the investigation 1- Sanjeev Pandey named as an accused in the FIR was arrested on 16.12.11 and sent to jail; and 2- Roshan Singh has been remanded; and search and seizure operations (kurki zabti)  have been ordered to apprehend 3- Rakesh Singh alias Bambam Singh named as accused in the FIR (and) 4- Dilkhush Singh. In light of the directions given in Progress Report 3, the Investigating Officer has caused chargesheet No. 06/12 dated 13.1.12 to be filed under Section 302/120B/34/IPC and Section 27 Arms Act against the accused named in the FIR 1- Rakesh Singh alias Bambam Singh; 2- Dilkhush Singh and 3- Roshan Singh has been shown as absconding. Further investigation is being carried out.
The SDPO has in the course of the investigation recorded the statements of witnesses and the facts collected in the open and through confidential sources and also based on the papers received, the following facts have come to light:

1-Mrtyunjay Singh s/o Janardan Singh, is the agricultural advisor (krushak salahkaar) of village Bamangavan, gram panchayat Amhar and his ardent supporters are Rajneesh s/o Ramanuj Prasad Singh and Nitesh Singh s/o Dhiraj Singh, both residents of Bamangavan. Mrtyunjay Singh’s father Jan Prasad Singh [sic] had donated a plot of land (measuring 2 acres and 1 decimal to the Governor of Bihar vide a donation deed dated 11.3.1977 for the purpose of constructing a High School. But later on Mrtyunjay Singh with the assistance of his father sold this plot of land to the family of Dilkhush Singh named as an accused in the FIR. The Late Ram Bilas Singh brought this matter to light through RTI which was not to the liking of Mrtyunjay Singh and his associates.
2-In an auction letter related case No. 03/95-96 an arrest warrant issued by a court against Mrtyunjay Singh’s father Janardan Prasad is pending. In this case a tractor had been purchased through Central Bank of India, Lakhisarai branch in which Mrtyunjay Singh was himself the guarantor. Ram Bilas Singh exposed this matter also through RTI because of which Mrtyunjay Singh and his supporters became his enemies.
3-In the year 2010 Rajneesh Kumar illegally secured for his mother and father benefits under the drought relief programme from the Department of Disaster Management which was also exposed by Ram Bilas Singh through RTI. As a result Rajneesh Kumar had also become an enemy of Ram Bilas Singh.

4-During the 2011 gram panchayat elections, Ram Bilas Singh complained to the State Election Commission about Mrtyunjay Singh’s involvement in political activities. This was not to the liking of Mrtyunjay Singh and his associates they started threatening Ram Bilas Singh in various ways.
5-In 2006 on the basis of a complaint received from Ram Bilas Singh, a chargesheet was filed against Village Headman (mukhia) Nitesh Singh and others in case No. 104/06 dated 7.3.06 under Sections 419/420/467/468/471 –IPC and Section 7 of the Essential Commodities Act. Rajneesh is Nitesh Singh’s lawyer in this case. As Ram Bilas Singh had exposed this case, Rajneesh Kumar and his supporters had become his enemies.
6-In Keul Railway Police Station Case No. 55/08 Roshan Singh and Bambam Singh are accused of committing offences under Section 302/34IPC and Section 27 of Arms Act against whom Ram Bilas Singh had given a statement. Rajneesh Kumar is the lawyer in this case. In this case Rajneesh Kumar told Roshan Singh that Ram Bilas Singh had given a statement against him. He assured him all assistance and told him to murder Ram Bilas Singh. 
7-In order to humiliate Ram Bilas Singh and lower his prestige in public a case of rape filed was against him through Mamata Devi in Lakhisarai Police Station Case No. 485/08 dated 31.10.2008 Section 376/IPC. This complaint was later found to be untrue.
8-In the gram panchayat elections of 2011 Nitesh Singh’s wife Seema Devi and Bambam Singh’s wife Chanchala Devi contested for the posts of member, Amhara Panchayat Samiti. Ram Bilas Singh won this election. Nitesh Singh and Bambam Singh had pressurised Ram Bilas Singh to withdraw from the elections. Ram Bilas Singh’s victory was not to the liking of Nitesh Singh, Bambam Singh and Rajneesh Kumar. After the elections Nitesh Singh and Rajneesh Kumar told Sanjeev Pandey to murder Ra Blas Singh as soon as possible in return for the promise of Rs. 50,000/-.

9-After the 2011 gram panchayat elections Ram Bilas Singh’s wife died of natural causes. Rajneesh Kumar along with the help of Mrtyunjay Singh, Nitesh Singh and with vengeful intent got false signatures of the Village Headman (mukhia) and other villagers and gave an application falsely accusing Ram Bilas Singh of murdering his wife and causing the corpse to disappear. Later on this case was found to be false.

It is because of all these disputes that Rajneesh Kumar, Mrtyunjay Singh, Nitesh Singh and several of their supporters/associates conspired to murder Ram Bilas Singh. In this context on 16.4.2011 chargesheet No. 374/11 was filed against 1- Mrtyunjay Singh, 2- Rajneesh Kumar, 3- Nitesh Kumar Sigh and 11 other persons in the court of the Chief Judicial Magistrate.
Upon examining the available documents in the course of the investigation, the SDPO has found that Rakesh Singh alias Bambam Singh, Dilkhush Singh, Sanjeev Pandey, Roshan Singh, Nitesh Singh, Rajneesh Singh are all part of a group and because of the aforementioned disputes and reasons hatched a conspiracy together, to murder RTI activist Ram Bilas Singh. Mrtyunjay Singh, Nitesh Singh and Rajneesh Kumar have played a prominent role in hatching the conspiracy. The SDPO has found it justifiable to have the statements of the accused named- 1-Mrtyunjay Singh s/o Janardan Prasad Singh, 2-Rajneesh Kumar Singh alias Rajneesh Kumar s/o Ramanuj Prasad Singh, 3- Nitesh Singh s/o Dhiraj Singh of Babangavan Police Station, district Lakhisarai, recorded before the Chief Judicial Magistrate, under Section 164/CrPC, because the complaint against them was found to be true and there is also a strong likelihood of the involvement of other persons in the conspiracy.
The Investigating Officer has submitted case diary No. 16 up to the date 29.1.13. An examination of the same reveals that Police Inspector Jitendra Kumar, Lakhisarai Police Station is the Investigating Officer. The Investigating Officer has incorporated in extensive detail the Investigation progress Report Memo No. 01/13 dated 4.1.13 received from the SDPO in the case diary (para 78). The Investigating Officer has included the statements recorded by witnesses- Sachitanand Singh, Rajendra Paswan, Ramashish Singh, Sanjay Singh, Sudhir Singh and Shailendra Singh before the Honourable Court under Section 164/CrPC in the case diary. All aforementioned witnesses have deposed against the persons accused of the murder of Ram Bilas Singh and also deposed about the involvement of Nitesh Singh, Mrtyunjay Singh and Rajneesh Kumar Singh. This is recorded at paras 83,84, 85, 94, 95, 96 of the case diary.
An examination of the evidence recorded by the Investigating Officer attesting to the aforementioned facts at para #108 of the case diary reveals that an MTS Sim card- No. 8434588986 was confiscated from Roshan Singh who is a notorious and professional criminal at the time of his arrest. It has also been found that Roshan Singh has regularly been in touch with Rajneesh Kumar on his mobile No. 9431251571 during the period of his absconding and has been conversing with him. After being arrested Roshan Singh and Sanjeev Pandey stayed in the same ward and were engaged in frequent and long conversations with Rajneesh Kumar and other conspirators, whose names have popped up, using a Mobile phone No. 8804871610 illegally (para-103).
Therefore the Investigating Officer is being directed that the accused not named in the FIR- 1- Mrtyunjay Singh, 2- Rajneesh Kumar, 3- Nitesh Singh be arrested without any delay and if they are found to be absconding, commence search and seizure operations (kurki zabti). All directions given by the SDPO in the Investigation progress Reports must be complied with fully and case diary must be submitted forthwith. The criminal history of all accused persons may be inquired into and incorporated in the case diary. The updated case diary must be submitted. After duly complying with all directions, the next Investigation Progress Report may be submitted.
The investigation is in progress. The next report will be submitted.
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
