2. Issue necessary directions o the Superintendents of the respective Prisons to see that
free access is afforded to the prisoners to put up petitions for Legal Aid, or complaints of
transgression on human rights., injuries or torture, where he/she needs remedial action,
i such Grievance Boxes.

3. Such Boxes shall be under the Jock and keys. The keys shall be in the custody of the
Chairman, District Legal Services Authority or Mandal Legal Services Committee as the
case may be and shall be opened only under the Authorly of the respective Chairman
once in a week

4. The Secretaries of the respective District Legal Services Authority or the Chairman,
Mandal Legal Services Committee shall get the complaints/peliions processed in
Grievance ~ Boxes enter the complaints/pelitions in a separate register duly noting the
action taken at their end on each complaint/petiion.

‘The Secretary, Distriet Legal Services Authority or the Chairman, Mandal Legal Services
Committee as the case shall take all necessary steps to make the prisoners know about
1 Criefanoa.

6. The Distrct Legal Sefvices Authorities are permitted to meet the expenditure incurred for
preparing Grievance | Boxes and locks from out of Legal Aid Fund if the Jail authorities
fail to provide such fagilty.

7. The Chairmen, Distrigt Legal Services Authorities are requested to issue a press note in
this regard in News papers / Electronic Media.

2. The Legal Aid cell shall consist of Secretary, District Legal Services Authority,
Chairman, Mandal Legal Services Commilttee as Chairman and three Bar Members
and three representatives of the NGOs working in this field.

3. The Legal Aid cell shall have ts sitting once in a week preferably on Saturdays under
the” supervision of the Secretary, District Legal Services Authority, The Chairman,
Mandal Legal Services Committee in the premises of the respective prison itself.

4. The Legal Aid cel $hall create awareness among the prisoners on the Legal Services
available to the prisoners, their rights and duties and conduct counseliing for the
prisoners in Jail Adalat and aiso deal with the issues relating to U.T.Prisoners, lke
impressing police o file final report without delay and disposal of U.T.Prisoners
cases. |

5. The Legal Aid cel $hall also assist in drafting representations for the prisoners on the
aspect of asking fdr Legal Aid in fiing Criminal Appeals / defending Criminal cases
and for bails

6. The Chairmen, District Legal Services Authorities are required to constitute the Legal
Aid cells in prisons by 15.08.2006 and submit report for placing the same before
Hon'ble Executive Chairman, A.P. State Legal Services Authoriy.

The identified Para Legal Volunteers be given training on the relevant subject and topics
for four session, two sessions in each month, continuously.

After completion of four sessions training to Para Legal Volunteers, fresh volunteers are
o be idenified and ard o be given training for four sessions.

The Secretary, Distric{ Legal Services Authority has to see that these trained Para Legal ,
Volunteers shall

a) Create Legal awareess to prisoners about their rights, Duties and Legal Services
available to the prisoners by conducting Legal awareness meetings and interactions,

b) Help the Prisoners in drafting petiions for Legal Aid for ba, for defending criminal
case and for fiing kriminal appeals.

©) Make the Prisoners to know various welfare measures taken by the Government in
respect of Women Prisoners and their Children and pregnant women prisoners.
